REGISTRATION
To reserve a lesson time, a non-refundable $88 down payment is due at the time 
of registration. The tuition amount for all classes with the exception of Music 
Together is based on 35 lessons, which includes 33 regular lessons and 2 optional 
workshops or performances.

CANCELLATIONS, REFUNDS AND LATE FEES
We require one month’s notice prior to the first of the month to cancel lessons. 
We will return all post-dated cheques that have not been cashed or cancel monthly 
credit card payments. Any individual that has paid the yearly tuition in full will be 
refunded the remainder of the tuition less any discounts and the $88 non-refundable 
down payment.
Any monthly payments received more than 14 days after the first of the month, will 
be charged a $25.00 late fee.

CURRICULUM AND MATERIALS FEE
All piano students are required to pay a curriculum and materials fee of $80.00 per 
year. All guitar, drum, bass, voice, and Dancing on the Keys students are required 
to pay a curriculum and materials fee of $60.00 per year.

CLASS CANCELLATIONS AND REVISIONS
